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Head Lice Control
• Anyone can get head lice. It doesn’t mean you’re dirty.

• Head lice travel from head to head when people share hats, combs, or bedding. 
Lice can’t jump or fly from person to person.

• Head lice are annoying, but they’re not dangerous. Head lice do not carry any 
known diseases.

• If your child has head lice, be sure to notify your child’s school and afterschool to 
prevent lice from spreading to other children. 

• Ask your doctor or nurse to recommend the best way to get rid of lice. Methods include
using a lice comb or medicated shampoo.
